• The Vandalia library’s address is 330 S. Dixie Dr., Vandalia, OH 45377 (map).

• Before I go, I can look up driving directions on my phone or online. 

• If I am taking the bus, I can look up the routes and times online or on the Metro 
Transit app. 

• I can park in the parking lot in front of the Library, or park at the curb next to 
the entrance.
